Postgraduate Certi cate in Teaching English to Speakers of

2.Variations

In exceptional circumstances the Amo Matua, Ako | Executive Dean of Education or delegate may approve a
personal programme of study which does not conform to these Regulations.

3.The structure of the quali cation

To qualify for the Postgraduate Certi cate in Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages a student mus

(a) be credited with a minimum of 60 points towards the quali cation; and
(b) be credited with the courses listed in Schedule C to these Regulations.
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Master of Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages.

(b) A student who has graduated with the Postgraduate Certi cate in Teaching English to Speakers of Other
Languages from Te Whare W nanga o Waitaha | University of Canterbury, may apply to the Amo Matua,
Ako | Executive Dean of Education or delegate to be admitted to the quali cations listed in Regulation
10(a) and have their Certi cate subsumed in accordance with the General Regulations to the University.
