
West versus East Antarctica

The Antarctic continent is made up of two distinct 
geographic regions, separated by one of the largest 
mountain ranges on Earth, the Transantarctic Mountains 
(TAM). This impressive mountain chain cuts across 
Antarctica, being over 3500 km in length, 100-200 km wide 
and reaching heights of 4500 m. 

By aligning a map of Antarctica so the Greenwich 
Meridian (zero longitude) is at the top, these very different 
regions on either side of the TAM, can be compared.
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
