Lockdown is a term used to describe securing a building or site by controlling 
people from entering and leaving a site. 

A workplace may trigger a lockdown in response to significant threats or hazards. 

Lockdowns can be limited to a specific building, campus or site.

A lockdown involves the securing of all internal and external doors of buildings on campus, including all halls of 
residence. Card access doors can be locked during a lockdown and can be opened from the inside.

In the event of a lockdown, the University’s objective is to ensure everyone on campus stays safe.
